However, with the advent of man there was the possibility of a qualitatively new
transformation of the world, thanks to the human ways of transformation through the mind, spirituality, moral
responsibility of man.

The problem of generalization and interpretation of various variants of understanding by subjects of
subjectivity from philosophical, social, psychological and pedagogical views is singled out.

Today we can state that the subjectivity of the individual is, on the one hand, the result of educational
preparation, and on the other — a holistic independent development of the individual, which is characterized by
activity, initiative, responsibility, the ability to purposeful personal and educational self-improvement and changes.
