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THE SONG HERITAGE OF THE COMPOSERS OF “THE SHOOTING ERA” ANDITS
ROLE IN THE NATIONAL PATRIOTIC UPBRINGING OF THE PUPILS’YOUTH

The article contains a brief analysis of the song inheritance of the composers of the period of liberation
struggles of the Ukrainian people in the period 1914 — 1920: Mykhaylo Hayvoronskiy, Levko Lepkiy, and Roman
Kupchynskiy.

Investigating the stratum of “shooting songs”, we came to the conclusion that it has about 100 works, the
study of which is very important in the upbringing of the student youth, especially today, when there is a war in
Ukraine. These songs cultivate a sense of patriotism, teach respect for the entire national, and strengthen faith in
goodness and justice.

“4 shooting song” arose with the beginning of the Sich movement in Galicia — the emergence of various
paramilitary youth societies: “Sich”, “Sokil”, “Plast” and others.

1t contributed to the strengthening of the idea of the revival of Ukrainian state independence, the creation of
its own troops, and raised the feeling of national devotion of the Galician youth.

Together with the formation of the Ukrainian Sich Shooting Legion (USS), an “Artistic Handful in the Field”
is being created — a group of gifted senior men, which included writers, artists, musicians, photographers and other
artists. The activities of the “Artist Handful ” gave birth to a number of glorious names of composers — the authors of
“the shooting songs ”: Roman Kupchynskiy, Mykhaylo Hayvoronskiy, Yaroslav Yaroslavenko (Vinckovskiy), Levko
Lepkiy, Mykola Kolessa, Julian Nazarka, Nestor Nizhankivskiy, Boris Kudrick, Zinovia Liska and others. But the
biggest song inheritance belongs to three — R. Kupchynskiy, L. Lepky, M. Hayvoronskiy. The first attempt to streamline
the compositions of these composers belongs to our compatriot V.Podufalom. They are placed in the collections
“Povik ne zivyane”, “Chuesh brate miy”, ““Yak z Berezhan do Kadry”.

Describing the songs of the period of the liberation struggle, it should be emphasized that they had a great
influence on the work of many composers of Galicia (both professional and amateur), who were indifferent ideas of
the national liberation struggle of patriotism, the idea of Ukraine's independence.

THEORETICAL CONCEPTS OFANALY SIS OF THE STAGE IMAGE OF THE ACTOR

The article reveals the theoretical concepts on the problem of analyzing the stage image in the process of the
actor’s professional training. It was found that the investigated issue becomes actuality, as systems with main
integral elements, which should possess the actor on the stage. The analysis of the theoretical works of domestic
scientists was conducted, that testifies that in the context of the research the considered issue is relevant and
important in relation to disclosure concept. It has been found out that the actor as a cultural phenomenon is a topic
that goes beyond theatre studies and art studies.

In
certain historical conditions of the existence of art they form as methods of artistic activity, and standards of
perception and personal installations of the artist. Thus, the complex study of the actor s personality, the essence of
his social and psychological characteristics, and his understanding of the phenomenon of human culture are
topical issues of modern theatre studies and cultural studies. In respect of the problem of the actor s stage art, these
issues remain important in all periods of historical development.
