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FUNCTIONS OF PROFESSIONAL TOLERANCE OF AFUTURE MUSIC TEACHER

The article analyzes the psychological and pedagogical aspect of the phenomena “tolerance”, “professional
tolerance”. It is emphasized that professional tolerance exemplifies the high level of mental development and moral
culture and should be the norm of social life; to direct and improve the level of professional training of the future
music teacher within the International educational paradigm. Different approaches of scientists to determination of
functions of tolerance are investigated, such as: L. Masol, Yu. The functions of professional tolerance of the future
teacher of music art, such as: humanistic, educational, motivational, communicative, regulatory, adaptive, informative-
cognitive, educational, are distinguished. Therefore, the formation of a creative, self-critical, tolerant teacher can
occur when a prospective teacher is placed in a higher education institution under conditions that are closer to his
or her practical activity through active teaching methods that prepare him or her to collaborate with students. The
definition of the concept of the word “function” as a phenomenon that depends on another phenomenon, as well as
the work of someone, something and duty, the range of activity and specific activity of the organism are considered.

The article compares with mathematics, where a function is called a mapping, transformation, operator,
dependent, which responds to another set of values, that is, a certain rule of transformation that maps a unique
output value to each input value. The substantive equivalents of tolerance are investigated, where specific typological
constructions of functions from the point of view of value installations are distinguished. The following is an
example of the opinion of scientists, such as: K. Remarchuk, S. Bondareva, D. Kolesov on the following functions of
tolerance: world-providing, regulating, psychological, educational, communicative, regulating, psychological,
culturally-saving, creative. It is proved that these functions lead to the creative transformation of the surrounding
reality and divergent thinking and creative assertion. Feliciological — allows you to gain happiness from
communicating with others and allows you to evaluate yourself as an individual.

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THE PURPOSE OF SOCIO-EDUCATIONAL MECHANISMS IN THE PROCESS OF
SOCIALIZING STUDENT YOUTH IN MODERN CONDITIONS TO OBTAIN HIGHER

EDUCATION

The article highlights the problems of socialization of student youth in the process of higher education. The
author analyzes the essence, features and mechanisms of the socialization process. The article provides a comparative
analysis of the socialization concept in different scientific conception. The author defines the concept of socialization
in sociology, psychology, pedagogy and social pedagogy. In the article the author analyzes the understanding of the
essence of socialization and possible mechanisms of successful implementation of this process. The author submits
for consideration the definition of the content, purpose and tasks of the socialization process in different scientific
concepts. The article defines the process of socialization as that having a multilevel and multidimensional character.
The author explores the sociological theories of socialization that interpret the development of society as a continuous
dialectical process, carried out in the unity of three aspects: externalization, objectification; and internationalization.
The author focuses on the role and importance of social and educational mechanisms in the educational process in
higher education institutions. In the article the author reveals the mechanism of socialization through internalization
and from the standpoint of adaptive development concept. The author considers the definition of social adaptation
as a platform on which to build new social experience and a link between the human social essence and social
reality.
