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NORMATIVE CONSOLIDATION OF THE CONCEPTS “EDUCATIONAL
ENVIRONMENT”, “EDUCATIONAL SPACE”, “EDUCATIONAL PROCESS”
IN THE CONTEXT OF PEDAGOGICAL TERMINOLOGY

It is specified that the normative consolidation of the concepts “educational space”, “educational
environment”, “educational process” is determined by the influence of integration processes, and requires their
coordination with the main pedagogical categories. It is defined that the concept “educational space” is a debatable
category in the literature, which is not enshrined in law. The term “educational environment” with the definition
“safe” was first used as a term in Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine “On Complete General Secondary Education”
(2020).

We agree with the arguments of researchers who interpret the “educational environment” as a broader term,
which includ a set of all subject and item characteristics, which are divided into: a) pedagogically determined and
purposeful, b) unfocused, socially related, which take place under certain conditions. A broad and narrow
interpretation of the term “educational space” is formulated. The first is the functioning and interaction of all
processes that take place in the socio-cultural environment wherever there are act formal and non-formal educational
organizations, institutional and non-institutional ones, learning and education processes take place, — the subjects
of pedagogical interaction influence on each other and evolve. The second — the educational space of the school,
class, and study group — is a self-organizing educational environment, which. is formed by the activity and interaction
of the subjects of the pedagogical process; it expresses, develops and preserves socio-cultural and pedagogical.

1t is defined that in accordance with the legislative changes of recent years, in the context of similar documents
of European countries, the term “education” is derived from the defined by a state regulator borders of goal and
objectives of education and activities of educational institutions, which should be taken into account when compiling
textbooks and manuals.

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WAYS TO IMPLEMENT THE PRINCIPLES OF FORMATION OF COGNITIVE
ACTIVITY OF PUPILS IN THE EDUCATIONALACTIVITIES OF SECONDARY
SCHOOLS OF UKRAINE (end of XX beginning of XXI century)

The article considers some principles of educational activity that most effectively influences the formation of
cognitive activity of pupils. The analysis of theoretical works of domestic and foreign teachers and psychologists is
carried out, which shows that in the context of research there is no unambiguous interpretation of essence of this
concept. However, it can be argued that the cognitive activity of pupils in learning is based on the principles of
humanization and democratization, individualization and differentiation of the educational process, which takes
into account the age and individual characteristics of its participants, and the end result of education is considered
to be the competence.

In the late twentieth and early twenty-first century, the idea of educating in pupils the active learning was one
of the fundamental progressive ideas of pedagogy. Scientists were well aware that the school is an instrument of
transformation of society. Educators sought to change the very technology of learning: to involve the pupil in the
active “creation” of himself, replacing the old reproductive methods with active cognitive activity. The aim was to
create a new ideal school, built on the principles that would implement the formation of cognitive activity of pupils
in terms of competence, individualization, focus on multilevel, problem-based, developmental, educational learning
and creativity, which in turn would provide training for active, independent people, ready to working life and armed
with the necessary knowledge and skills.

Today the issues of democratic and humanistic guidelines of modern Ukrainian education, personality-
oriented education and upbringing are being actively developed. They are manifested in the principles of formation
of cognitive activity of pupils and educational relations, moral culture of participants in the educational process,
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
