CREATIVE RELATIONS OF THE OUSTANDING PERFORMER, TEACHER KAROL
SZYMANOWSKI WITH UKRAINE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY

The article considers the creative connections of the outstanding performer, composer with Ukraine. The
scientific study of the Karol Szymanowski's artistic heritage has become a component of the Slavic music culture and
pedagogy, which requires bibliographic research to preserve common cultural memory. The artist s childhood and
adolescence, family artistic ties and influence of the musical environment in Ukraine at that time were analyzed.

Karol Szymanowski represents national art, where the Polish character interpenetrates into the Slavic
mentality. Choral vocality as the basis of professional Polish music regenerates in his art of Neo-Renaissance vision,
and this makes contact between the Western and Eastern Churches and brings Catholicism closer to Orthodoxy,
which is a common feature of the Slavic world of that historical period.

There was studied the role of Ukraine in the artist’s work, which the period of forming of the Polish classic as
a composer, performer, teacher, publicist was closely connected with. Karol Szymanowski represents national art,
where the Polish character interpenetrates into the Slavic mentality. Choral vocality as the basis of professional
Polish music regenerates in his art of Neo-Renaissance vision, and this makes contact between the Western and
Eastern Churches and brings Catholicism closer to Orthodoxy, which is a common feature of the Slavic world of that
historical period. The manuscript proves that forming of the artist’s personality took place under the influence of the
following significant factors: traditions of musical and cultural life of the village of Tymoshivka with a typical
European type of education, music making, a significant role of the talented colleagues in the training and education
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the young musician — the professional musicians (Blumenfeld, Neuhaus, etc.); the atmosphere of civic cultural life of
Yelysavethrad (now Kropyvnytskyi) as a provincial cultural center in Ukraine; artistic life of Lviv as a Slavic

cultural center at the beginning of the XX century.

Forming of Szymanowski as an outstanding Polish composer during his stay in Ukraine (the villages of
Tymoshivka, Orlovka, and city of Yelysavethrad) became the basis for forming of his national style, synthesizing the
best Slavic traditions. A Pole by birth, Karol Szymanowski absorbed also Ukrainian culture and art into his work,

becoming a prominent representative of Slavic music.
