PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS OF ECOLOGICAL EDUCATION
OF THE CHILDREN OF SENIOR PRESCHOOLAGE
The article analyzes the essence of ecological education of preschool children, aimed at forming in them the
foundations of ecological culture, elements of a holistic worldview, value-based orientation on ecologically
appropriate activities and behavior in the environment; the peculiarities of ecological upbringing of older preschool
children are characterized, which is determined by the level of their knowledge and ideas about norms and rules of
behavior in nature, the formation of skills of practical environmental activities in the environment, as well as its
preservation and increase; emphasis is placed on the fact that older preschoolers experience the value (moral and
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aesthetic) aspects of interaction with the environment, constant attitudes of practical activities that determine
behavioral programs for positioning themselves in the environment, contribute to the development of a special
ecological worldview in children.

An emphasis is placed on the importance of direct communication of children with objects and phenomena of
nature, the development of emotional and value attitudes towards them, aesthetic observation and a sense of beauty
of the world, which is an important regulator of child behavior in the environment.

The pedagogical conditions for increasing the efficiency of environmental education of senior preschoolers
are determined, namely: formation of their interest, positive motivation during the immersion of children in the
developing ecological environment; systematic organization of observations in the environment, excursions,
ecological trails, thematic days, ecological projects, which provide live contact of pupils with the natural environment,
promote their elementary research activities; the need to ecologize different types of children's activities — cognitive,
playful, art, speech, theatrical, musical, labor, etc.; cooperation of preschool educational institutions with families

of preschool children in ecological education.
