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THE PHENOMENON OF CHILD ORPHANHOOD
IN POLAND AS APEDAGOGICALPROBLEM

The care of children in the Polish guardianship system is conditioned by political and social transformation.
The definitions of “orphanhood”, “natural orphanhood”, “social orphanhood” in the research of Polish educators
are highlighted. The term “social orphans” means children who do not receive care from their parents, albeit one of
them at least is alive (A. Szymborska). In a broader sense, this means that the child formally receives care from the
parents and, living together, is in contact with them, but the care and the contact are not correct. In a narrower
sense, it is a situation when parents do not take care of their children, nor maintain any contact with them or
contacts are so weaken that they cease to be important to the children.

The types of social orphanhood and debatable views on the upbringing and care of children are revealed.
Microsocial (including deviant/pathological behavior (alcoholism, drug addiction, prostitution), chronic diseases,
failure to satisfy the basic and emotional needs of the child) and macrosocial (homelessness, unemployment, poor
financial situation, lifestyle, hierarchy of values, anonymity) reasons for social orphanhood related to this concept.
Emphasis is placed on the concepts of “‘family orphanhood”, “emotional orphanhood” and the reasons for their
rise. Both concepts contribute to the humanization of guardianship pedagogy and family orientation as the most
important social unit (J. Maciaszkowa). The term “emotional orphanhood” is used to describe a situation related
to a childs loneliness in the family based on the childs subjective feelings. It is incorrect to use one term to describe
children who live in families providing the basic support but with weakened emotional ties, and children who are
in social care due to gross negligence on the part of the family (S. Badora). Educators give the priority to the family,
family environment, family forms of care, taking into account the needs of the child. When placing a child in foster
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care, it is important to keep in touch with the natural family. The conditions in orphanage institutions do not
provide a full satisfaction of the needs of the children, the number of teachers per child is too small, frequent changes

of guardians also prevent a closer contact.
