PECULIARITIES OF FORMATION OF SOCIAL-COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE OF
FUTURE OFFICERS IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IN HIGHER MILITARY
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

The author highlights the peculiarities of formation of social and communicative competence of future
officers in the educational process higher military educational institutions (HEMI). It was found that the social and
communicative competence of the individual is formed based on the experience of communication in society, in
interaction with others, and requires a certain formation of knowledge, skills and abilities acquired in the process
of specially organized learning.

1t is proved that the social and communicative competence of the future officer is a set of knowledge, skills
and abilities of business interaction, which is based on the values and humanistic attitudes of the individual and
ensures the effectiveness of communicative activities.
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OCOBJIMBOCTI ®OPMYBAHHSI COILIIAJIBHO-KOMYHIKATUBHOI KOMIIETEHTHOCTI
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The author defines that in order to ensure the formation of the cadets’ social and communicative activity,
dialogue style of communication, skills to model controversy, discussion, controversy, development of communication
techniques, it is advisable to personally involve future officers in communicative-subject activities based on subject-
subject interaction. For this purpose, the following teaching methods are proposed: performing creative tasks in
dyads, triads; discussions, presentations, reports, mastering, round table.

In order to gain an experience in teamwork, cadets were involved in a variety of creative activities based on
cooperation, collaboration, co-creation through the use of problem lectures, part-search method, workshop with
elements of “brainstorming”, teamwork, “aquarium” technique, joint (extracurricular) research.

Business communication situations are simulated for future officers to master various strategies of
communicative behavior, an analysis of situations related to the choice of different communication strategies, moral
choices, features of intercultural interaction, elements of competition were introduced into the educational process.

It was found that the positive motivation of cadets to learn their native language is provided taking into
account their inner motivations and aspirations, individual characteristics. It is determined that its formation was
facilitated by the orientation of future officers on socially and personally significant values, humanistic orientation
of education, which includes a positive attitude of the teacher to cadets as equal partners in communication.

It is generalized that the creation of situations of success is an important means of developing motivation to
achieve in developing the cadets’ desire for personal self-improvement. For this purpose, different types of independent
work of cadets were used: performance of educational, training, search, creative tasks; finding, formulating and

developing future options for future officers to solve problems.
It is proved that the use of educational-speech, natural-speech and problem situations, methods of visualization
and aesthetic impact on cadets significantly intensifies their activities for the development of social and

communicative competence.

1t is determined that the personality-oriented technologies (structural-logical, game, training, dialogue)
contribute to the development of a culture of thinking of future officers, their ability to systematize and generalize
knowledge, the implementation of independent creative search.

COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE AS AN IMPORTANT MEANS OF PARTICIPANTS
EFFECTIVE INTERACTION IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

The article focuses on the problem of constructive interaction of participants in the educational process and
the importance of communicative competence as a means of ensuring the effectiveness of this interaction. Different
approaches to defining the essence of communicative competence are established. Emphasis is placed on such
components of communicative competence as the ability to communicate and establish communicative contact,
ability to establish relationships with the interlocutor; possession of means of regulating communicative actions;
ability to resolve conflicts and self-control; tact and correctness in statements, respect for the interlocutor; the
ability to listen, perceive and understand another person, to express ones thoughts clearly and reasonably. The
interaction of participants of the educational process is defined as purposeful mutually conditioned activity of the
participants of the educational process, which is aimed at achieving the anticipated goals in cooperation and
involves the development of values, personal qualities, professional and pedagogical knowledge and skills, gaining
social experience and professional success. The paper states that communication can be called the content of
interaction because it involves the establishment of certain relationships with other participants in the educational
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
