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THE PROBLEM OF SOCIAL-EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE IN TEACHER TRAINING

In this article the problem of social-emotional intelligence is analyzed in a pedagogical context. The
understanding of socio-emotional intelligence as a pedagogical concept and phenomenon by Ukrainian and foreign
scientists is summarized. Methodological approaches to the study of social-emotional intelligence and related
social-emotional learning are considered too.

In the applied aspect social-emotional intelligence is analysed mainly in connection with the training of
teachers, their personal and professional formation and development. Determining the real state with socio-emotional
education of students of pedagogical specialties, we relied on the results of a targeted questionnaire. A significant
part of the article is devoted to the analysis of the received questionnaire data.

The solution of the above outlined tasks follows from the goal of this research: to consider socio-emotional
intelligence as a pedagogical phenomenon and concept, as well as to find out its understanding by Ukrainian and
foreign colleagues in the context of training of pedagogical personnel.

Basing on the results of the study, we can conclude that the development of socio-emotional intelligence as
a personal resource of the teacher is one of the ways to improve pedagogical education. We regard the inclusion of
socio-emotional learning in university programs as a dynamic trend in the world educational area.

The survey among studing future teachers showed that they are quite well aware of the importance of social-
emotional intelligence for personal and professional growth. At the same time, their answers show that the resource
of social-emotional learning is not used to the full extent in the educational process at high school. Thus it is
possible to improve something as there is such a demand among student s audience.
