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DEVELOPMENT TRENDS OF THE SYSTEM OF FORMATION OF CIVIC CONSCIOUSNESS
OF STUDENTS OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN THE USA

The article analyzes the regulatory and legal support of the American education system,; a number of comparative-peda-
gogical studies of civic education scientists in higher education institutions of the USA were studied; legislative acts and regu-
latory documentation on issues of US civic education were developed; the concept of “adaptation to study at an institution of
higher education in the USA” is defined; the components of applicants’ readiness to study at a higher education institution in
the USA were investigated; the main trends in the development of civic education of students of higher education institutions in
the USA are determined.

The author of the article carried out a review of international studies on the problems of successful adaptation to study in
institutions of higher education and civic education in higher education institutions. Emphasis is placed on the priority trends in
the development of civic education in the USA: ensuring the quality of civic education and educational activities in higher edu-
cation institutions; digitization; multiculturalism; compliance with the principle of equality in education.

1t is proven that under the influence of digitalization of higher education in the USA, the formation of the following areas of
civic education is observed: mobile learning, which will become an industry standard and every student of education will have
access to an educational interactive mobile application; micro-learning — “face-to-face” type of training, which will be open
online—access to the public; inclusive mapping: in the near future, students of education, using geospatial technologies and
mapping, will be able to make a digital map of their knowledge, which they will exchange and study the maps of others without
leaving their home or office, which will provide access to education for everyone, regardless of the presence of special edu-
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cational needs; more interactive video, when there is a transition from static presentations on civic education to interactive
ones, which will significantly improve the interaction between the speaker and the listener; augmented reality, thanks to which
the learner will be able to be identified with the actor of the virtual environment (body movements, voice recognition, etc.),
which will allow to expand interactive opportunities and personalize training; mobile programs to enhance the personalization
of civic education training, which involves an increase in the number of educational mobile applications to bring educational
content closer to education seekers and the organization of interesting dynamic online classes.
