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CHARACTERISTICS OF THE BASIC CONCEPTS OF MEDIA EDUCATION RESEARCH
IN THE EDUCATIONAL SPACE OF A PRESCHOOL IN AUSTRIA

The article provides a comparative analysis of the basic research concepts used in European (German-speaking) and
Ukrainian scientific discourse. ¢ is shown that the meaning of “media education” concept in the domestic scientific space has
been transformed and nowadays it is considered as teaching media, teaching through media and teaching for media; means of
acquiring knowledge, skills and abilities within the educational process. It was determined that in the modern psychological and
pedagogical dictionary, the concept of “media education” is interpreted as technical means of creating, recording, copying,
storing, distributing, perceiving information and exchanging it between a subject and an object. In the Concept of the
introduction of media education in Ukraine, media education is a part of the educational process aimed at the formation of
media culture in society, the preparation of individuals for safe and effective interaction with the modern mass media system,
including both traditional and new media, taking into account the development of information and communication technologies.
In German-language scientific literature, the concept of “media education” is interpreted as education related to all types of
media (printed, graphic, audio, visual, etc.) and various technologies. In UNESCO documents, the concept of media education
is defined as teaching theory and practical skills to master modern mass media, which are considered as part of a specific,
autonomous field of knowledge in pedagogical theory and practice. The concept of media education is interpreted by Austrian
scientists as a research process that is based on key concepts, which are mainly analytical tools and not alternative content; as
the formation of a broad coalition for the expansion of freedom and diversity of communication, for the development of a critical
understanding of the media as a new approach to liberal education; a development process in which existing structures are
broken down and replaced by more complex concepts. It is emphasized that scientists define the concept of “media competence”
in different ways, which has led to the emergence of various models of media competence, which try to define media competence
more precisely and at the same time provide an overview of the skills and competencies that need to be taught. Such skills are
being formed in kindergarten.
