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INDEPENDENT WORK OF STUDENTS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE FORMATION
OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCIES OF FUTURE TEACHERS

Since the introduction of the credit-modular system of education in higher educational institutions of Ukraine, a significant
part of the educational material has been given for independent study by students. The recommended norms are from 1/3 to 2/3
of the total amount of study time. However, the analysis of modern psychological and pedagogical research on this issue allows us
to conclude that students (50%) and educators (30%) are not ready for high-quality organization and conduct of educational work.

To successfully perform the tasks, the student must have certain skills and abilities in the assimilation of scientific know-
ledge, namely: reading for different purposes, working with primary sources, searching for the necessary information, using

reference books, taking notes, compiling card indexes, highlighting the main thing in the process of listening, formulating their
thoughts briefly and concisely; the ability to analyse and classify phenomena, conclude, and set tasks independently.

An integral part of the organization of independent work is the monitoring and evaluation of its results, which aims to
provide student-teacher feedback and draw certain scientific and methodological conclusions based on this. The most effective
forms of control turned out to be: verification of written tasks, oral surveys, based on the notes interviews, control work, collo-

quium, solving of test tasks, and pedagogical tasks.

The main pedagogical competence of the future pedagogue is to combine the theoretical and practical readiness of the future
specialist to conduct pedagogical activities. This competence is concretized by a number of the following professional com-
petencies, namely: informational, communicative, productive, moral, psychological, subject, social, mathematical, ability to self-
development and self-education, as well as by personal qualities of the educator.
