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METHODOLOGICAL PRINCIPLES OF CHOREOGRAPHIC
TRAINING OF PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENTS

In the article, the authors consider the peculiarities of methodical provision of choreographic training of primary school
students in extracurricular educational activities. On the basis of psychological-pedagogical, methodical-practical and art
historical sources, the main pedagogical principles and technologies of the practical work of a choreographic art teacher,
aimed at high-quality choreographic training of younger schoolchildren, were considered and methodically substantiated.
Emphasis is placed on the special importance of choreographic art in the context of extra-curricular children’s education, as
the most accessible and most scenic form of art for students. It was determined that in the modern educational process, a great
role belongs to the powerful educational levers of artistic training of schoolchildren — musical and choreographic art. The
article highlights various research justifications related to the definition of the concept of “choreographic training”. It has been
proven that the development of creative thinking, aimed at overcoming the steps of artistic mastery, is an important methodical
reference point for modern choreographic training of primary students. Without a doubt, the creative aspect is the fundamental
stage of a choreographer’s activity, which involves both performance and pedagogical work. The need to research the given topic
led to the problem of our scientific and methodological research, which is associated with incomplete practical and theoretical
substantiation of the methodological foundations of choreographic training of young schoolchildren. Within the framework of
the work, the scientific justification of the methodical provision of choreographic training of primary students in extracurricular
educational activities and the methodological foundations of the formation of dance skills of primary students in the choreo-
graphic ensemble is determined. The correspondence of the defined pedagogical principles to ensuring the process of education
of young schoolchildren by methods of encouragement, awareness of one’s own actions, results of creativity, self-esteem,
striving for self-improvement was analyzed. The educational productivity of the methodical work of the teacher-choreographer
regarding the education of creatively developed student youth is foreseen. Afier all, posing problems related to the musical and
choreographic development of young students is an actual component of modern pedagogical science.

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HIGHER EDUCATION IN THE CONDITIONS OF WAR: CHALLENGES,
PROBLEMS, PROSPECTS FOR STUDENTS AND SCIENTISTS

Starting in 2020, in an environment that was already fragile, sharp global crises, the COVID pandemic, and then the war in
Ukraine and their consequences have profoundly affected the world of higher education, research and innovation. European
states mobilized to help scientists who fled the war in Ukraine, to allow them to continue scientific research, to support students
who were affected by the conflict. Displaced students find themselves in situations that are always quite difficult. Even more than
money, they need cultural, social and human support to integrate into their new environment. Russian armed forces invaded
Ukraine on February 24, 2022. Millions of Ukrainians seek asylum in the European Union. France has taken emergency
measures to facilitate the admission of foreign students from Ukraine who have access to the temporary protection system. But
many Ukrainian students remained in the country, suffering from armed violence, and the question arises of how to restore
higher education during and afier the end of the conflict. The purpose of this article is to study and analyze the development of
higher education in the short term, in the post-war period, as well as to theoretically substantiate the problems and prospects of
higher education, which Ukrainian science can hope for in the future. Reduction in the number of jobs and wages; destruction of
infrastructure, laboratories; part of the scientific and pedagogical staff, doctoral students and students is at the front; men
cannot participate in academic mobility (travel abroad) due to martial law, many women remain alone with children, family
abroad, men in the army; migration of doctoral students, students, lack of applicants; general uncertainty is all the conse-
quences of the war in Ukraine. Thus, Ukraine needs systemic financial and material state, regional, international and other
partner support for system stability and change management in the long term, as well as modernization of the information and
analytical system of higher education. International solidarity, openness, inclusiveness, mobility, flexibility and predictability
must be the basis for improving medium and long-term support for scientific systems affected by conflict.
