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THEORY AND PRACTICE OF WRITING
A CONCLUDING PART FOR THE ENGLISH RESEARCH ARTICLE
(on the examples of English journal articles)

Integration of Ukrainian scientists into the world scientific space puts forward the requirements of adhering to the rules for
structuring research articles accepted in the English-speaking countries. Hence, many higher educational institutions introduced a
new discipline — English Academic Writing into the teaching process of non-language faculties, which motivated Ukrainian
researchers to explore the problem of forming academic writing competencies. However, the issue of structuring concluding
parts of scientific articles remains challenging for Ukrainian post-graduates who are starting the scientific career and want to share
their findings with the colleagues abroad. Some difficulties appear because of the peculiarities of structuring concluding parts
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for research papers in the articles published abroad. It concerns, first of all, the Discussion and Conclusion sections. Though some
of the Discussion moves are provided in Ukrainian journal articles either in the Results or Conclusion, they are not separated
structurally. Based on the analysis of sociology, psychology and linguistics journal articles, we prove that the Discussion is the
unavoidable and crucial part in any research article, and moreover it can perform the role of the concluding part in case it
includes the structural components of the Conclusion. Besides, we identify the moves of both potentially concluding sections —
the Discussion and Conclusion differentiating between their compulsory and optional moves. Though the article analyses
linguistics, sociology and psychology journal articles, it does not consider any disciplinary perspective.

FEATURES OF THE APPLICATION OF A CULTURAL AND SYNERGETIC APPROACH
TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF STUDENTS” MOVEMENT ACTIVITY THROUGH
SPORTS GAMES IN THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT OF THE UNIVERSITY

In the article, based on the study of scientific literature, an analysis of the peculiarities of the implementation of cultural and
synergistic approaches to the development of motor activity of students by means of sports games in the educational environ-
ment of the university is carried out. It was found that the application of the cultural approach in the process of education,
upbringing and self-development involves the student in cultural values. The implementation of the cultural approach in the
study of the development of students’ motor activity in the educational environment of the university is aimed at preparing a
student, a future specialist, as a carrier of general culture and the culture of strengthening and preserving health, for the sake of
successful self-realization in professional and personal life. The cultural approach to the formation of a culture of health is a
culturally creative educational process in which the student and the teacher realize themselves as subjects of culture, and the con-
tent of physical education education is built in accordance with the values of life, health, and the realization of individual abilities.

The essence of the implementation of a synergistic approach to direct the educational process from physical education to the
development of motor activity of students, as a necessary component of innovative processes in education, is highlighted. The role of
