THE POTENTIAL OF THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT
OF THE INSTITUTION AS A GUIDELINE FOR TRAINING
OF MUSIC TEACHERS TO TEACH SCHOOL STUDENTS ART
The article is devoted to the phenomenon of the educational environment of an institution of general secondary education. The
concept of an educational environment is interpreted in the context of art education as an artistic and educational environment.
The purpose of the article is to clarify the content and structure of the artistic and educational environment of a modern
institution of general secondary education in order to predict the relevant factors of training of music teachers.
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The starting position of the analysis is the thesis that during the professional training of a music teacher, one’s ability to
work, initiates and develop the artistic and educational environment of the institution should be taken into account. The process
of teacher training should focus on the acquisition of such skills along with purely musical requirements (performance, music
and theoretical, music and historical, music and pedagogical). It is pointed out that the artistic and educational environment of
various institutions is always unique and has its own traditions. It is important to rely on common patterns of functioning in such
environments. At the same time, in institutions of general education, the artistic and educational environment emphasizes its
general cultural and general aesthetic factors and, however, provides for the aestheticization of the educational process in
general. The definition of the artistic and educational environment is presented as a dynamic set of artistic processes that
interconnect events in the institution (artistic content or rich in art content), as well as their reflection in the subject field and
design, which are created directly by active subjects (students, teachers, parents, everyone who is involved in the educational
process) and influence the formation of personality in it. It was concluded that the pedagogical potential of the artistic and
educational environment of the school provides the development of the subjectivity of both teachers and students based on
deepening the subjectivity of everyone in the process of learning art. To provide the potential, it is necessary to create
organizational and substantive conditions for the practice-oriented functioning of the artistic and educational environment of

the institution of higher education during the training of future teachers.

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MUSICAL PERFORMANCE OF STRING STUDENTS

One of the main tasks of the Ukrainian education system is to create conditions for the development and self-realization of each
individual. This task is of particular importance in the preparation of a future art education specialist, who is able to learn
throughout his life; to form musical and performing competence in modern musicians, students of string and bow qualifications of
higher educational institutions (cellists and violinists); to create special psychological and pedagogical conditions for opti-
mizing music education.
