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THE ROLE OF MUSEUMS IN THE MODERN SECONDARY SCHOOLS EDUCATION

The article is devoted to the importance of museums in modern school education. Based on the analysis of the legislative
framework, a museum is defined as a scientific-research and cultural-educational institution created for the study, preservation,
usage and popularization of museum objects and museum collections for scientific and educational purposes in order to attract
citizens to the national and world cultural heritage. The museum implements exhibition, educational and instructional activities.
It has been proven that in modern conditions, museum expositions have become an important means of education. The problems
of implementing the achievements of museum education into the practice of educational institutions have been identified. It was
also established that the development of the latest technologies had an impact on the improvement of museum education.
However, at the applied level, its implementation is often equated with the demonstration of exhibits, mainly of a cultural and
historical direction, during a visit to the museum, with the aim of obtaining information, the basis of which is intellectual
cognition according to a clearly defined and premeditated plan. Museums offer various ways of teaching students that cannot be
provided with traditional classroom methods and lay the foundation for the development of important skills. The museum space
expands the pupils’ worldview when studying academic disciplines and forming the necessary skills. It also allows them to learn
a deeper context of the subject and promotes the application of skills and abilities. Today’s museums use the latest technology to
enhance student learning. Most modern museums develop educational and cultural programs that are related to the regional
component of the educational content and meet the needs of learning. The specifics of educational and instructional activities of
interactive, science, reserve museums, etc. are characterized. In particular, the importance of interactivity of modern museums
is emphasized. It has been established that the observance of the principle of interactivity in the activities of museums involves
the multifaceted transfer of specific content through exhibitions using a wide range of media, i.e. multimedia (films, music,
multimedia presentations, visualizations), original exhibits and photographs or other forms of presentation.
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
