THE INFLUENCE OF THE IDEOLOGY OF NATIONALISM ON THE HISTORICAL
AND PEDAGOGICAL STUDIES OF UKRAINIAN SCIENTISTS (late 19th — mid 20th centuries)

The results of the study of the influence of the ideology of nationalism on the historical and pedagogical studies of Ukrainian
scientists (end of the 19th — mid-20th centuries) are presented in this article. The chronological framework is determined by the
following processes: the emergence of the political ideology of Ukrainian nationalism at the end of the 19th century; the
establishment of Russian-Soviet totalitarianism and communist ideology in almost all Ukrainian lands in the middle of the 20th
century, which led to the limitation of the influence of Ukrainian nationalism, which since then could spread only in the
emigrant (diaspora) environment. As a result of the study, it was established that Ukrainian scientists who studied the history of
pedagogy and schooling widely used the main components of the Ukrainian national idea: the formation of a full-fledged
Ukrainian nation, the acquisition of Ukrainian statehood, its independence and conciliar unity. In the basis of Ukrainian
national ideas, Ivan Franko, Mykhailo Hrushevskyi and other intellectuals put the right of the Ukrainian nation to cultural and
political self-determination, basing it on the principles of primordialism. In the writings of Ukrainian historians of pedagogy, the
idea of creating a Ukrainian state manifested itself in an appeal to the times of statehood (in particular, Hetman State, UPR,

WUPR) as a condition and example of ensuring the full development of Ukrainian schooling, the realization of Ukrainian
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interests in the field of education. Along with it, the idea of the unity of the Ukrainian people, its lands and the state was also
postulated. Under the influence of the ideology of Ukrainian nationalism, historians of pedagogy also showed a negative
attitude towards socialist (especially its Soviet model) and liberal ideologies. Ideas about the need to re-educate the Ukrainian
people and transform them into an active national community had a certain influence on the Ukrainian historical and pedago-

gical narrative.

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INCLUSIVE EDUCATIONAL SPACE IN PHILOSOPHICAL DISCOURSE

The article states that the introduction of the concept “educational space” reflects changes in the views of scientists on the
problem of society’s influence for the development of individuals with special educational needs.

The purpose of the article is to understand the problems of the development of modern inclusive education as a specially
organized space, and the tasks: to outline the meaning of the concept of “inclusive educational space” from the positions of
various researchers.

General scientific and special methods and approaches are the theoretical and methodological basis of the research. One of
these approaches is a systematic approach, which is aimed at revealing the integrity of educational objects.

It was noted that two approaches are most often used in the study of inclusive educational space — institutional and
substantive. Within the framework of the institutional approach, the educational space is a set of conditions that can affect a person,
but this person is not included in its composition. Within the framework of the substantive approach, the educational space is
defined as the possibility and availability of the formation of the subject’s personal space.

1t is noted that the substantive approach to understanding the educational space has something in common with the
interpretation of the child’s social environment within the limits of the personalist approach as the theoretical basis of educational
integration, which combines the theory of humanistic psychology, theory of integrated learning, ecological theory of human
development, theory of living space. Representation in the ecological theory of human development of a set of social systems in
the form of concentric circles, in the center of which is a child, is significant, because the development of a child does not take
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
