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APPLICATION OF SOCIAL-EMOTIONAL LEARNING TECHNIQUES
IN THE FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT OF PRE-SERVICE ENGLISH TEACHERS
The article is devoted to the problem of implementing social-emotional learning techniques in the formative assessment of pre-
service English teachers in the English language practice classes. The authors conducted an analysis of scientific and methodological
sources on the topic of the study, and theoretically substantiated the feasibility of using the methods of social-emotional learning
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in the formative assessment of pre-service English teachers. The authors indicated that the techniques of social-emotional learning
can be integrated into the process of formative assessment to develop competences in: self-awareness as the ability of students to
adequately assess their strengths and weaknesses; self-management, which is responsible for setting goals, self-motivation and self-
organization of students; social consciousness, which involves tolerance, respect and compassion for others, and is associated
with the provision of feedback by peers during formative assessment, interaction skills, such as communication and cooperation,

which are important for the development of students’ ability to create a common environment which is conducive to foreign
language learning and comprehensive personal development; responsible decision-making, which contributes to the active
participation of students in the formation of an individual educational trajectory and academic success, and corresponds to the concept
of formative assessment as assessment ‘‘for learning”. The article gives examples and evaluates the methods of social-emotional
learning in the formative assessment of pre-service English language teachers, including: an exit ticket, reading and dialogue journals,

assessment rubrics, reflective strategies, graphic organizers, etc. It was concluded about the effectiveness of the application of

social-emotional learning techniques in the formative assessment of pre-service English teachers.
