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RECREATION AND HEALTH CARE DIMENSION OF FREE TIME ORGANIZATION
FOR CHILDREN AND YOUTH IN POLAND AT THE END OF THE 19th — AT THE BEGINNING
OF THE 20th CENTURY: PHYSICAL EDUCATION IN PARKS NAMED AFTER HENRIC JORDAN

The article characterizes the features, methods and forms of recreational and health-preserving work with children and youth in
the parks named after Henryk Jordan in Poland at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries. The importance
of the first education ministry in Europe, the Commission of National Education, was announced — in a thorough statement of
questions about the need to reform education in terms of solving the problem of health protection of children and youth. It is
noted that the ideological heritage of this institution in the field of physical education of children and youth became a powerful
source of creative initiatives for representatives of the Polish community in the 19th and early 20th centuries.

The merits of H. Jordan in the rationalization of forms and methods of physical education are characterized. The scientist’s
views on the role of mobile games and entertainment in the physical education of the young generation of Poles are updated. It
was revealed that the XIX century became the day of popularization of the “recreational” dimension of physical education.

The recreational and physical culture movement found its supporters in many countries, which contributed to the spread of
ideas of active leisure time, the promotion of various physical culture activities and the creation of recreational space —
stadiums, sports grounds, etc. It was established as the first center of “new physical education” in Europe at the end of the 19th
century is considered to be the most famous and longest-lasting project of H. Jordan called “City Park named after Dr. Henryk
Jordan” in Krakow. This multifunctional location had 12 sports fields, each of which was slightly different firom the others in terms
of purpose and construction and was equipped with the most modern equipment at the time.

1t is noted that scenarios of “park” classes were developed for all days of the week and adjusted to the age and capabilities of
children and youth who visited one or another location in the park. The main components of the pupils’ physical activity were
sports, group moving games and fun. The pupils were under constant medical supervision.

1t was established that an important step in the implementation of the project was the professional training of instructors
and “organizer guides” who took care of children and youth in the park.

1t has been investigated that centers intended “‘for fun and physical exercises”, following the model of the Krakow park, were
subsequently created in many cities of Poland, in addition, “Jordanian parks” became known far beyond the borders of Poland.

It was concluded that H. Jordan was one of the first in Europe and the first in Poland to introduce a “new style” into
physical education, taking this education out of closed and stuffy gymnasiums into the bosom of nature, into the fresh air and sun.
