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FEATURES OF THE APPLICATION OF THE BASIC PRINCIPLES OF STUDENTS’
MOVEMENT ACTIVITY DEVELOPMENT THROUGH SPORTS GAMES IN THE

The article reveals the essence of the principles of the development of motor activity of students by means
of sports games in the educational environment of the university, which occupy one of the leading places
since they are closely related to the further optimization of the pedagogical process. That the general
principles of physical education should be considered by the principles of the development of motor activity
of students by means of sports games in the educational environment of the university: harmonious
development of the personality, the connection of physical education with labour activity, health orientation;
the main principles of physical education: humanistic orientation, priority of needs, motives and interests of
the individual, individualization, didactic (educational) principles of physical education: consciousness and
activity, visibility, systematicity and sequence, continuity, accessibility and differentiation of education. It is
noted that the implementation of the principles in the organization of the educational process significantly
increases the effectiveness of all structural components of physical education, and the content of the
principles determines the basic requirements for the construction, content, methods and organization of the
process of forming the physical culture of the individual, regulating the degree of joint activity of the teacher
and the student. It is emphasized that the effectiveness of the new provisions in physical education is possible
only under the condition of the formation of principles that substantiate the theoretical, practical and health-
improving orientation. It is noted that the implementation of the principles of the development of motor
activity of students by means of sports games in the educational environment of the university will make it
possible to use sports games in the classroom and outside the classroom, and to effectively organize classes
on physical education of students of higher education.

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FORMATION OF A COMPETENCE APPROACH TO THE PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITY OF
FUTURE TEACHERS IN THE CRISIS-RIDDEN CONDITIONS

The article examines the problem of implementation of the competence approach to the professional activity
of future teachers. It is specified that this approach acquires a special direction, as it is aimed at solving the
problem of ensuring the quality of training of competent specialists studying in crisis-ridden conditions caused
by martial law. Different scientists’ approaches to the concepts of “competence”, “competence approach’ are
presented. They are considered as the categories that provide an opportunity not only to acquire knowledge,
accumulate skills and abilities and implement them in practical activities, but also to build alternative criteria
for the quality of professional education received by future teachers in a higher educational establishment. It is
determined a number of competencies that the future teacher must acquire for the implementation in
professional activity. Scientists distinguish such main competences as psychological, pedagogical partnership,
language and communicative, emotional and ethical, information and digital, inclusive, health-preserving, and
others. It is elucidated that the set of acquired competencies will allow the future teacher to develop the
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
