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MASSIVE OPEN ONLINE COURSES IN TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES FOR
SPECIFIC PURPOSES

Modern educational trends envisage the use of various modern information and computer technologies and the accessibility
of education to all people. Accessibility means any person with access to the Internet can acquire specific skills or education at
the world’s leading universities or from famous teachers. For this purpose, MOOCs (Massive Open Online Courses) were
created. Today, many different platforms provide such courses; we highlight the most popular: Coursera, EdX, Khan Academy,
and Udacity. In 2014, Ukraine created its platform of open online courses called Prometheus. The study aims to determine the
role of mass open online courses in learning a foreign language in a professional direction. Having analyzed the modern works
of scientists on this topic, we can highlight the following main features of a mass online foreign language course: a clear
structure of the course, with divisions into thematic parts, the presence of forums for discussions, chats, dictionaries, video
explanations, and external files, test tasks afier each part, interactive tasks and exercises, practical use of the studied material.
One of the main elements of MOOC is video materials. They are usually created by the teacher and are intended to explain the
educational material. This is a kind of teacher’s monologue during a stationary class. The main advantage of video material in
MOOC is the ability to slow it down or speed it up, stop, and repeat it at certain essential moments. An online course is not
something permanent and unchanging. Afier the teacher has created an online course on any subject, it should be constantly
improved and supplemented; in particular, we recommend changing and improving the content, following the conditions of the
educational process, uploading new and relevant data and educational materials that would increase students’ interest in
learning and their motivation The use of mass open online courses provides the teacher with the opportunity to additionally
assess students’ competencies, especially in foreign languages. The use of MOOCs not only contributes to the better
assimilation of new knowledge and skills but also increases the interest and motivation of students.
