AUTHOR’S INTERPRETATION OF THE ENGLISH PARK COMPOSITION BY DIONYSE
MACCLER ON THE EXAMPLE OF PODILYA PARKS

The article deals with the authors approaches to the construction of landscapes of the outstanding landscape architect
Dionys McClar. A well-founded opinion is expressed regarding the key role of the artist’s personality in the formation of a
new landscape on the lands of the Podillya region. The contemporary advanced views on the arrangement of parks, which
were obtained by D. Mackler at the beginning of his career in the course of training and practice, on the territory of the
British Empire, from the best masters are studied. It was found that, in his works, the artist actively used both compositional
solutions inherent in European landscape art in general, and purely oriental approaches to the embodiment of the author s
idea in the planning structure of the park. Thus, the compositional structures of D. McClair’s works reach a special
expressiveness, originality and aesthetics.

The stages of the development of an architect’s skill are studied. Several factors that contributed to the disclosure of the
artists creative potential are indicated. Worthy of attention is the creative collaboration of D. McClear and patron
E.A. Lyubomyrska (nee Czartoriyska). The further creative path of D. McClear took place in the conditions of the
multicultural and multi-vector socio-political formation of the region of the XVIII-XIX centuries, which was based on the
mental narrative of the Cress nobility. The importance of this factor in creating a foundation for revealing the creative
potential of the master of park construction is noted, due to the simultaneous openness to new trends in world culture and the
traditionalist archetype of the local nobility. The effects of the unique geological, relief, and climatic factors of the Podillya
region on the course of D. McClear s creative thought and his development of a special style of compositional construction
of park structures are revealed. The ideas implemented by the landscape architect, at one time, served to create a
characteristic image of the park, which are interesting to study and worthy examples of landscape art to this day.
