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CONCEPTUAL AND TERMINOLOGICAL ESSENCE OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE
AS A SCIENTIFIC DEFINITION
The author of the article has described the conceptual and terminological essence of professional competence as a
scientific definition. The attention has been focused on the fact that the current challenges and the modern educational
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system put high demands on the professional training of future specialists, which results in a properly formed
professional competence. The author has recognised the competence-based approach as one of the areas of development
and modernisation of education, which is implemented alongside traditional and innovative approaches. It has presented
the most relevant interpretations of the definitions of “competence approach” and “professional competence” by
scientists, the essence of which is considered in accordance with its constituent concepts of “profession” and
“competence”. The author has also noted that scientists in various fields of knowledge are actively researching the
phenomenon of professional competence of future specialists and proving its importance as a result of their education,
which ensures their demand in the labour market. The main result of the activities of a modern higher educational
institution is the quality training of future specialists. The authors understand the quality of education as the properties
and characteristics of the educational process that provide and determine the expected abilities, learning needs,
professional knowledge, skills and abilities. Professional competence is a degree of professional skills, professional
development of a specialist, his/her understanding of the specifics of the chosen profession, ability to assess his/her
professional growth and master the necessary knowledge to realise his/her career. Professional competence of a future
specialist, its structure and content are determined by the specifics of a particular activity. Taking into account the
above-mentioned, professional competence is understood as an integral characteristic of a specialist’s personality, which
reflects the degree of mastery of knowledge, skills and abilities of professional activity, as well as personal qualities that

reflect a person’s ability to work and interact with the world around him or her.
