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PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR DEVELOPING SOFT SKILLS IN FUTURE TEACHERS
DURING THE PROCESS OF PROFESSIONAL AND PEDAGOGICAL TRAINING

The article presents pedagogical conditions for the formation of soft skills in future educators, which can be
implemented in the process of professional and pedagogical training in higher education institutions, as outlined by the
research objectives. The importance of developing soft skills in future professionals is emphasized in the context of
current socio-economic realities. The authors have analyzed domestic and foreign theoretical and practical literature on
the development and formation of soft skills within the discourse of professional and pedagogical training in higher
education institutions. It is emphasized that the professional and pedagogical training of future educators should be
structured to ensure the development of soft skills through a competency-based approach, where the formation of
competencies will be the key factor. The authors define “soft skills” as a set of skills and qualities that are not directly
related to specialized professional knowledge but are essential for successful interaction with others and the effective
execution of work tasks. The components of soft skills identified include communication skills, emotional intelligence,
problem-solving skills, time management, teamwork, flexibility, and adaptability. The relevance of the development and
formation of soft skills in future educators within professional and pedagogical training is substantiated by the authors.
The article proposes and justifies the following pedagogical conditions for the formation of soft skills in the context of
professional and pedagogical training of future educators: 1) the use of interactive teaching methods; 2) incorporating
the method of pedagogical situation modelling into the curriculum content; 3) promoting reflection in the educational
process through reflective journaling and the creation of portfolios; 4) fostering the development of emotional
intelligence through specialized training sessions and practical seminars (webinars). These pedagogical conditions allow
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future educators not only to improve their professional competencies but also to develop critical soft skills such as self-
regulation, empathy, emotional management, communication, and critical thinking. This contributes to their readiness to
work in complex and dynamic modern educational environments, increases the effectiveness of their teaching activities,
and enhances their interaction with the participants of the educational process. The prospects for further research
include studying the impact of distance and blended learning formats on the development of soft skills in future
educators, as well as exploring new methods adapted to online formats.
