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MUSIC AND MUSIC EDUCATION IN EARLY MODERN HUMANISTIC DOCTRINES ABOUT
THE HOLISTIC EDUCATION OF THE PERSON

The article is devoted to the historical and pedagogical analysis of the place and role of music and musical education
in humanistic teachings on the holistic education of the individual, proposed by European thinkers in the early modern
period. The views of the leaders of Christian and Renaissance humanism on the involvement of music and singing in the
educational process are considered, and medieval and early modern approaches to understanding the place of music in
the educational process are compared. During the Middle Ages, music was integrated into the educational process of
monastic schools in two dimensions: the first was playing the organ and church singing because all students were
required to attend church services, the second was the study of music within the quadrivium, which, along with the
trivium, was the content of medieval education — the concept of the “seven liberal arts” (“septim artes liberalis”). With
the spread of the Renaissance-humanistic idea of the holistic education of the individual, music and musical art occupied
a special place in treatises on the education and development of the individual. Humanists emphasized that it is
important to consider the educational potential of music and singing in the unity of ethical and aesthetic priorities, where
morality and a sense of beauty would be equivalent results of musical exercises for children and young people.
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The article presents the experience of Protestant and Catholic (post-Tridentine) humanism in developing musical
education. In Protestant gymnasiums and Jesuit colleges, considerable attention was paid to music and spiritual singing.
Church reformers quite successfully studied and developed the program of humanistic education, in particular, in the
plane of developing musical education, successfully combined music with the life of young people who sang songs at the
beginning of lessons, listened to liturgical singing, participated in theatrical performances and other processions.
Musical education not only allowed the development of aesthetic taste and contributed to an atmosphere of relaxation in
free time from studies but also allowed to successfully respond to the need for humanistic education, the holistic
development of all aspects of the personality.

Conclusions are made that, implementing the early modern idea of holistic education of the individual, humanists
and church reformers actively disseminated playing musical instruments, choral singing, theater, recitation, etc. In
Protestant gymnasiums and Jesuit colleges, music took on an important role in the systematically updated education of

the humanistic type.

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FUTURE FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHERS’ PHILOLOGICAL TRAINING BY MEANS OF

The article examines the philological preparation of future foreign language teachers (FLT), focusing on integrating
linguistic, cultural, and literary components through foreign language reading. It emphasizes the need for a comprehensive
methodological framework to equip FLT with the skills necessary for modern multicultural education. By analyzing the
experiences and expectations of first-year students at Zhytomyr Ivan Franko State University, the study identifies key areas
requiring focus in the training process.

The research singles out two main components of philological preparation: linguistic competence and cultural
awareness. Linguistic preparation goes beyond mastering phonetics, vocabulary, and grammar to include a broader
linguistic consciousness, helping future teachers understand the global linguistic landscape of English-speaking countries.
This integration of linguistic and sociocultural competence enables them to effectively select and use language tools.
Cultural preparation focuses on understanding foreign cultures their historical contexts and transmitting these cultural
values in a professional teaching context.

In the article, the literary component is proved to be critical, combining linguistic and literary competencies. The ability
to interpret literary works, analyze narrative structures, and assess stylistic features contributes to a holistic approach to
FLT preparation. Special emphasis is placed on reading competence, which involves not only understanding but critically
engaging with literary texts. This approach bridges linguistic understanding and literary appreciation, offering a deeper
grasp of cultural and artistic contexts.
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
