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INTERACTIVE STRATEGIES IN THE PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF PHILOLOGY
STUDENTS IN THE CONTEXT OF FORMING KEY COMPETENCES FOR LIFELONG
LEARNING

The article deals with the current issue of implementing interactive learning strategies in the process of professional
training of philology students focused on the formation of key competences for lifelong learning. In the context of rapid
changes in the socio-economic, cultural and technological environment, modern education is expected to meet the
challenges of the times, providing students with the knowledge, skills and abilities essential for effective adaptation, self-
realisation, and professional development.

The article analyses the key competences defined by the European Union Framework Programme. The author
examines in detail the role of interactive teaching methods, such as group discussions, role-playing, project development,
debates, workshops, and the use of digital platforms, in the development of these competencies. The importance of active
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involvement of students in the learning process is emphasised, which contributes to their professional growth, creativity
and self-learning ability.

The author pays specific attention to the impact of digital technologies on the modernisation of the educational
process. The use of language applications, interactive multimedia materials, online platforms and social networks that
contribute to the formation of digital competence and provide new opportunities for cooperation, self-realisation and
intercultural communication is considered. The importance of intercultural communication, which is developed through
participation in international projects, language clubs, and exchange programmes, is also highlighted.

Moreover, the article explains the advantages of interactive learning strategies in improving the quality of
professional training of philology students, in particular, their ability to adapt to changes and solve complex problems in
the modern globalised world. The prospects for further research related to the introduction of adaptive learning based on
artificial intelligence, analysis of the effectiveness of gamification in professional training, development of systems for
integrating students into an intercultural context through international educational platforms, and implementation of

blended learning strategies that combine traditional teaching methods with digital tools are outlined.
