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HIGHER MUSIC INSTITUTE NAMED AFTER M. LYSENKO: HISTORICAL AND
HISTORIOGRAPHICAL ASPECTS
Important events, connected to the foundation of the national higher musical educational institution, the first one in Galicia,
are highlighted in the article. It was in the very beginning of the 20th century when the patriotic fight for national self-
determination in the lands of Western Ukraine reached its culmination. Living under the Austrian rule, Ukrainian people needed
to develop their own national culture, educate their children in the Ukrainian way and in Ukrainian schools and higher
institutions, including musical ones. Leaders of the patriotic movement clearly understood the importance and great
perspectives of their efforts. Therefore, national musical societies were created all around Galicia. Members of these societies
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formed choral collectives, which, travelling around Ukraine with concerts, propagandized Ukrainian national music and songs.

The most prominent of these musical organizations were those named “Boian”’, whose activities were developing in many towns
of Galicia. At the beginning of the century, these societies needed to be unified to be able to establish the Ukrainian national
higher musical school. The reunion took place in 1903 when a new organization, the “Union of Singing and Musical Societies”
was created, which, in its turn, was able to found the first Ukrainian national higher musical institution — the Higher Music
School, which later took the name of Mykola Lysenko, the founder and coryphaeus of Ukrainian music. In the paper, Stanislav
Liudkevych’s titanic effort to create highly professional domestic musical educational system in his homeland is accentuated.
Special attention is given to the composer’s collaboration with the Ukrainian patriotic sports club “Sokil”, founded in 1894 in
Lviv. Interested in cultivating singing and music among its members, the society appeared greatly helpful in the process of the
High Music Institute’s establishment. Later on, and with the active initiative of S. Liudkevych, a lot of subsidiary organizations
of the newly-formed educational institution gradually emerged in big and small towns of Galicia, being crucial for the
development of Ukrainian musical education. One of the interesting details of the Institute’s curriculum is the implementation of
Emile Jaques-Dalcroze’s methods. In the process of recreating the historical scenario of the described events of Galicia’s
musical life of the first third of the 20th century, the author of the article, based on available documentary sources, has also tried
to construct the historiography of the problematics in question.

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VIA “ORERA” — TRIO MARENICHI: ON THE ISSUE OF JOINT GEORGIAN-UKRAINIAN
THEMES, MELODIES OF POP SONGS

The article traces the features of the creative interaction of two iconic pop groups — VIA “Orera” and the Marenichi trio —
through the prism of Georgian-Ukrainian themes, common stylistic trends, and melodic foundations of their songwriting. It is
noted that both ensembles formed their own artistic model of synthesizing national folklore with pop practices of the 1960s—
1980s; however; their interpretations show varying degrees of preservation of traditional intonational thinking. Using the
example of the “Orera” repertoire, the influence of the Georgian polyphonic tradition, the use of characteristic rhythmic
formulas, the tendency towards vivid stage improvisations, and the creation of an optimistic collective sound are examined. At
the same time, the work of the Marenich trio emphasizes the chamber nature, intimacy of performance, and reliance on
Ukrainian song lyrics, reinterpreted in the format of a pop ensemble.

Repertoire samples, arrangement techniques, vocal and intonation characteristics, and recording features are analyzed,
which determine distinctive approaches to constructing the melody of a pop song, borrowing folklore material, and adapting
motifs that contributed to the mutual enrichment of traditions. The interaction of Georgian and Ukrainian cultures in a broader
socio-cultural context, which was manifested in the popularization of songs performed in different languages and in the mutual
enrichment of pop traditions, is separately emphasized. It is noted that both ensembles played an important role in the process of
forming a new model of retro pop music, in which the national principle was integrated into the general cultural space.

Thus, the article summarizes that the work of VIA “Orera” and the Marenichi trio not only reflects the specifics of the
national musical traditions of Georgia and Ukraine, but also testifies to the possibilities of cultural dialogue within the
framework of pop art of the second half of the twentieth century.
