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USING THE MOODLE SYSTEM AS A WAY OF OPTIMIZING THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS
UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF THE MARTIAL STATE

The aim of this study was to analyze the relationship between academic performance and the frequency of using the Moodle
distance learning platform among medical students, as well as to assess specific features and identify the main challenges
encountered during the learning process under martial state.

The overall academic results of 186 medical students were examined. Students’ educational achievements were evaluated as
a factor determining academic success in relation to the number of visits to the Moodle server. Two subgroups (90 students
each) were analyzed based on departmental affiliation: a clinical discipline (Propaedeutics of Internal Medicine) and a
theoretical discipline (Biochemistry). Statistical analysis of student activity in Moodle revealed a strong correlation between the
frequency of platform usage and academic performance in the Department of Propaedeutics of Internal Medicine. A similar
pattern was observed when analyzing the correlation between Moodle usage and learning outcomes in theoretical disciplines,
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using the example of the Department of Bioorganic and Biological Chemistry and Clinical Biochemistry. Thus, the integration
of distance learning elements, particularly the Moodle platform, contributes to improved academic performance among medical
students during wartime.

The use of Moodle allowed continuous access to learning materials, facilitated asynchronous interaction, and supported
formative assessment processes, even in conditions of limited connectivity and frequent power outages. The study highlights the
dual role of Moodle: as a tool for sustaining educational continuity and as a mechanism for fostering learner autonomy, self-
regulation, and digital competence. However, challenges such as a lack of centralized course certification, insufficient

methodological support, and varying levels of digital literacy among faculty were identified.

Combining synchronous online sessions with Moodle-based resources forms an effective hybrid learning model. The results
provide evidence-based support for the broader adoption of blended and distance learning formats in medical universities, not
only in crisis situations but also as a sustainable component of modern higher education systems.

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AUTONOMOUS ACTIVITY OF PROSPECTIVE CHOREOGRAPHY EDUCATORS AS A
