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USE OF MIND MAPS IN THE PROCESS OF LEARNING A FOREIGN LANGUAGE BY
STUDENTS OF TECHNICAL SPECIALTIES IN HIGHER EDUCATION

The article deals with the search for an effective method of studying a foreign language by students. The author highlights
the features of implementing the innovative method of mental maps in the process of teaching a foreign language for applicants
for technical specialties in higher education. A mental map is a graphic visualization of thoughts, ideas and concepts that help
organize information and improve understanding of complex topics. It has a central idea, from which branches with related
topics, subtopics and associations diverge. Mental maps allow you to present a large amount of information in a compact form
and visualize it holistically. The article outlines the didactic aspects of teacher and students work with mental maps. It was found
that the use of mental maps is reflected in the study of new material, its consolidation and generalization, during the preparation
of a report, project, etc. It was determined that this method is effective in the study of: lexical topics; phrasal verbs; for
composing a monologue and working with grammatical material, etc. It has been proven that the use of mind maps can optimize
the activities of teacher and student: in the process of planning; in the formation of the learning environment as a convenient
means of ensuring the structuring and filling of the student’s learning space; during the preparation and conduct of lectures,
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practical, seminar and laboratory classes; for knowledge control, for scientific work and in many other areas. This method
helps to structure and analyze effectively educational material, think creatively, generate ideas, memorize and serve as a
support for restoring information. The presented study substantiates the methodological feasibility of implementing the method
of mind maps as an innovative and effective means of improving educational results.
