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AUTONOMOUS ACTIVITY OF PROSPECTIVE CHOREOGRAPHY EDUCATORS AS A
DETERMINANT OF THEIR EFFECTIVE PROFESSIONAL TRAINING
The article reveals the essential characteristics and defines the concept of “autonomous activity of prospective
choreography educators”, which is interpreted as a psychological phenomenon, which consists in the ability to personally:
determine educational goals, navigate educational problems and find their own creative approaches to their solution, manage
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oneself in the implementation of educational and artistic projects, carry out artistic and pedagogical self-realization by means of
choreography. The potential of independent activity as a factor in increasing the efficiency of professional training of applicants
for higher choreographic education is revealed, the specificity of which lies in an organic combination of intellectual, artistic-
creative and motor (kinesiological) components, which are realized on the basis of the integration of various mental states and
manifested through individual features of the performance of various types of educational activities (scientific-theoretical,
organizational-methodological, pedagogical-teaching, rehearsal and training, artistic and performing). It is determined that the
independent educational activity of future choreography teachers is based on such types of activity in the learning process as:
the ability to self-organize, manifestations of volitional qualities; a high degree of development of motivation and target

definition in learning; the ability to implement self-education, self-learning.
