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DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL ACTIVITY OF A PERSON IN THE CONTEXT OF THE THEORY
OF EXCESSIVE KNOWLEDGE

The article raises the problem of the interdependence of the development of a person’s social activity on their intellectual
level. Based on the deduction method, such indicators of a person’s social activity as initiative and responsibility were analyzed,
and their manifestation and implementation were scientifically substantiated in the context of the theory of excess knowledge. In
the course of the scientific search for a solution to the problem, it was found that a person with the appropriate intellectual,
professional, and creative levels of development is the initiator of the specified social activities, as he has an individual
motivation for the representation and social assessment of his own achievements. It is proven that the intellectual level of a
person and the presence of an appropriate excess base of various kinds of knowledge form signs of individuality and encourage
the implementation of plans for an active life position in society. It is established that a person who has deep professional
knowledge, developed relevant skills, a certain general cultural level, personal preferences, and hobbies automatically claims to
position himself as an individual. The issue of rational necessity and expediency of social activity in the context of personal
development of an individual is raised. An assumption is proposed that indicates that a person (individual) who has a certain
level of development (intellectual, professional, creative, etc.) will always look for ways to test their own capabilities, which
means they will be ready to show initiative and take responsibility for the implementation of relevant social activities. Prospects
for further research into the problem are determined, which are associated with expanding the spectrum of scientific
substantiation of the effectiveness of the theory of excess knowledge in the context of the professional activity of an individual.

FORMING THE READINESS OF FUTURE TECHNOLOGY TEACHERS FOR ARTISTIC AND
LABOR ACTIVITIES BY MEANS OF ART PEDAGOGY

The article substantiates the theoretical foundations of forming the readiness of future Technology teachers for artistic and
labor activities through the means of art pedagogy. The study emphasizes the integration of artistic and technological
components within the structure of professional training, which ensures the development of creative thinking, aesthetic culture,
and professional competence. The essence of art pedagogy is revealed as a pedagogical system that combines educational and
artistic methods to promote personal development, emotional intelligence, and self-expression of students.

The research outlines the pedagogical conditions for the effective implementation of art-pedagogical technologies in higher
education institutions, including the creation of a creative educational environment, the application of interactive and project-
based learning, the involvement of students in artistic initiatives, and the encouragement of reflection and self-development.
These conditions foster the motivation for artistic and labor activities, the ability to apply creative approaches in technological
education, and the readiness for innovative pedagogical work.

A model for forming the readiness of future Technology teachers for artistic and labor activities by means of art pedagogy
has been proposed. It integrates motivational-value, content-operational, and reflexive-evaluative components, and includes
diagnostic, creative-practical, and reflective-generalizing stages. The implementation of this model ensures the transition from
reproductive to creative levels of professional activity, contributing to the formation of artistic-labor competence, creative
autonomy, and professional self-realization.

The results of the research confirm that art pedagogy serves as an effective means of improving professional education,
fostering the creative individuality of future teachers, and enhancing their ability to organize artistic and labor activities within
the educational process.
