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EXPERIENCE OF FORMING LEGAL COMPETENCE OF PRIMARY SCHOOL STUDENTS
IN THE EUROPEAN UNION COUNTRIES
The article presents a comprehensive analysis and generalization of the leading European experience in the formation of
legal competence among primary school students as an integral component of civic and democratic education. It explores the
theoretical and practical foundations of legal education within European Union member states, emphasizing its role in _fostering
respect for human rights, tolerance, responsibility, and active citizenship from an early age. The study examines the regulatory
and institutional frameworks, organizational mechanisms, and methodological principles that ensure the effective
implementation of education for democratic citizenship and human rights in primary schools.
Special attention is devoted to the identification of key strategies and pedagogical technologies applied in European
educational systems — such as project-based learning, interactive and game-based methods, interdisciplinary integration, and
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digital learning environments — which contribute to the development of students’ legal awareness, social responsibility, and
value-based understanding of justice and equality. The article also substantiates the possibilities and directions for adapting
these practices to contemporary Ukrainian realities, considering ongoing educational reforms, sociocultural transformations,
and the need to strengthen democratic values and the rule of law in the national context.

The research highlights the importance of adopting a systematic, continuous, and competency-based approach to legal
education, strengthening interagency and international cooperation, and enhancing the professional and methodological
training of teachers. Emphasis is placed on ensuring age-appropriate, psychologically grounded, and value-oriented content of
legal education that promotes the formation of students’ civic identity, moral integrity, and legal culture. Prospective directions
for further study include the development of adaptable models for forming legal competence in Ukrainian primary schools,
based on the best European practices and aligned with national educational standards and priorities to ensure sustainable

educational development and civic empowerment.
