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RECEPTION OF THE LATEST INDO-EUROPEAN STUDIES IN THE CONTEXT OF FORMING
STUDENTS’ NATIONAL SELF-AWARENESS: FROM THE MYTH OF THE RIDER TO THE
ETHICS OF GRACE

The article highlights the potential of modern Indo-European studies as a tool for shaping the national self-awareness of
student youth. It analyzes the evolutionary transformation of worldview codes—from the archaic “myth of the horseman”
symbolizing willpower, hierarchy, and state-building, to the higher value stage of the “ethics of grace” which emphasizes civic
responsibility, spiritual solidarity, and humanism. The reception of Indo-European heritage is considered not as a distant or
alien antiquity but as a genetic code that determines the structure of thinking, symbolism, and cultural orientation of the
Ukrainian people. It is shown that discovering linguistic and cultural connections, such as the link between the Vedic concept
vasu and Ukrainian words “vsi” or “vse”, strengthens students’ sense of continuity and belonging to a broad Indo-European
tradition. The study emphasizes that modern Indo-European research does not deny classical theories of Georges Dumézil or
Marija Gimbutas but enriches them, revealing multidimensional social, economic, and spiritual structures of ancient
communities. It is substantiated that the transition from the heroic image of the warrior-horseman to the ethics of grace reflects
a shift from a culture of conquest to a culture of solidarity, harmony with nature, and respect for life. This transformation is
particularly relevant for higher education, as it fosters critical thinking, civic responsibility, and the ability to perceive national
identity within a global context. The article argues that the integration of Indo-European concepts into humanities curricula can
become an effective pedagogical strategy for cultivating mature national self-awareness among students. Prospects for further
research include methodological development of teaching models, comparative studies of Indo-European reception in different
European nations, and empirical evaluation of educational practices. Thus, Indo-European studies are presented not only as an
academic discipline but also as a formative factor in the development of responsible citizenship and cultural identity in the
modern world.
