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FEATURES OF PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF MASTERS OF LAW
IN GREAT BRITAIN IN THE 1990s
The purpose of this scientific paper is to examine the historical and pedagogical foundations and the internal logic of the
development of master’s-level legal education within the educational and professional continuum of lawyers in the United
Kingdom during the 1990s. The research focuses on the transformation of postgraduate legal training against the background
of structural reforms in higher education and the evolving organisation of the legal profession. Given the theoretical and
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analytical nature of the study, the research methodology is based on a combination of historical and logical approaches, as well
as systematic analysis, comparison, description, generalisation, synthesis, induction, and movement from general patterns to
specific manifestations.

As a result of the research, the key trends in the development of master’s programmes in law during the 1990s were
identified, with particular attention paid to the shift from a traditional model to competence-based and practice-oriented
learning. This transition was closely connected with the integration of university education with vocational training courses and
structured professional placements, reflecting the requirements of a “split profession” in the United Kingdom, divided into two
principal legal pathways — solicitors and barristers. The study highlights how postgraduate legal education increasingly
functioned as an intermediate stage linking academic study with professional qualification, rather than as a purely academic
endpoint.

Special emphasis is placed on the role of the Advisory Committee on Legal Education and Conduct in shaping quality
standards, ethical requirements, and approaches to continuing professional development, which gradually came to be
understood as a lifelong professional obligation. The paper also outlines differences in regulatory and educational approaches
in England, Wales, and Scotland. The main conclusions of the study demonstrate that master’s-level legal education in the
United Kingdom during the 1990s became a dynamic and adaptive component of professional formation, responding to

systemic reforms, labour market demands, and changing conceptions of legal competence and professional identity.

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THE POTENTIAL OF COMPETENCE-BASED AND COMMUNICATIVE APPROACHES
IN THE FORMATION OF CONFLICTOLOGY CULTURE IN FUTURE BACHELORS OF PRIMARY
EDUCATION

The author of the article has revealed the potential of competency-based and communicative approaches in the formation of
conflictology culture in future bachelors of primary education. The most relevant positions of national scientists regarding the
interpretation of key concepts of the study have been presented. Theoretical analysis has shown that the formation of a conflict-
oriented culture among future graduates of primary education is a complex integrative process determined by contemporary
educational changes and the growing importance of humanistic and value-oriented approaches in the professional training of
teachers. We understand conflictology culture as a system of knowledge about the nature and types of pedagogical conflicts,
value orientations, ethical norms, communicative attitudes, and behavior models that ensure the ability of future teachers to
effectively interact, prevent, and resolve conflict situations in the school environment. It has been noted that the competency-
based approach creates conditions for combining the knowledge, practical skills, ways of thinking, and values necessary for the
development of a conflict-resolution culture, and focuses the educational process on acquiring practical experience in
pedagogical interaction and forming individual strategies for constructive response. The communicative approach ensures the
development of linguistic, socio-psychological, and ethical components of professional activity, forms a culture of dialogue, the
ability to express one’s position in a reasoned manner, listen to and understand the interlocutor, as well as adhere to the norms
of pedagogical ethics and non-violent communication, which allows it to be combined with a competence-based approach in
professional training. It has been emphasized that the synthesis of competency-based and communicative approaches ensures
the comprehensive formation of a conflict-resolution culture through the integration of knowledge, values, and practical skills
