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FORMATION OF PROFESSIONAL ORIENTATION OF STUDENTS OF SOCIONOMIC
SPECIALTIES: TRANSDISCIPLINARY FOCUS

The article explores the current problem of forming the professional orientation of students of socionomic specialties in the
context of the challenges of the modern, turbulent world. The authors emphasize that in the era of migration freedoms and
forced displacement, total digitization and the rapid development of artificial intelligence, traditional disciplinary training of
specialists becomes insufficient. The issues of self-determination of the individual (“Who am I?”) and attitude towards the other
come to the fore, which requires a deep rethinking of the methodology of professional education.

The focus of the article is based on the application of B. Nicolescu’s transdisciplinary methodology, in particular on three
key provisions: Levels of Reality (biological, psychic, socio-historical, spiritual), Logic of the Included Middle and the concept
of Complexity. Such a focus allows us to overcome the rigid disposition of “subject — object” and consider the process of
forming the professional orientation of future specialists in integrity and the ability to maintain subjectivity under the pressure of
external circumstances.

Particular attention is paid to the phenomenon of “narrative” as a tool for revealing the complexity of human existence.
Based on the concepts of N. Chepeleva, the authors reveal the potential of narrative as the basis of pedagogical and
technological solutions that allow the student to integrate chaotic experience into a logical structure and move from the level of
objective facts to the level of subjective meanings. It is determined that narrative practices contribute to self-projection and
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professional growth, especially in situations of overcoming life’s “‘impossibility”.
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In the practical part of the article, a set of pedagogical and technological solutions is proposed, which includes: working
with applicants’ own narratives; analysis of external professional success stories (in particular, using the example of the
technology of the “Social O.S.K.A.R. SumDU” competition); use of artistic narratives (cinema and classical literature). It is
proven that such an approach provides a high level of individualization of learning, teaches future professionals to “hear the
voices” of clients and perceive each person in their unique integrity.
